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This term’s first assignment was difficult for me but keeping to my area of interest, SEN, was of benefit. Having worked in social care I touched base with Piaget and Rogers once again and felt that Papert should have crossed my path previously. Confidence is always an issue when I come to write academically and this proved no different. Am I addressing the correct issues, where do I source the relevant literature, using on line journals to source information, all of these became issues along with the actual writing task. As usual I was not happy with this project and felt it did not represent the work undertaken or the effort spent. I also noticed that I submitted an earlier draft version of my literature review and Ann was required to point out some elementary mistakes.My apologies for that.
My PHP/SQL was a new venture for me and one I would hope to use in school projects in the future. My Flash project was the most difficult and most enjoyable. Once I had decided on my topic I got down to work. There was much trial and error in this exercise so much so that I included a sizable sandpit of various attempts to make things move in my final submission. When I found that I was the first to submit the assignment I panicked and emailed Bryan to ask him if I’d made a complete --lls of it. I wanted to take it back and redo. People on the course were talking about being on frame 113 and so on and I thought, ‘God, I’ve got this badly wrong!’ However I was delighted with my mark for the project but wondered if the time needed to produce resource material using Flash would be time well spent.
